INTRODUCTION 
Under the direction of choir trainer, Jon 

Payne, activities are based on our 

pattern of Tuesday and Friday workshops, 

Sunday services and concerts. Many 

former members of the choir have gone 

on to success in music and other 

careers, as a result of the great 

education they had in the choir! 

WHAT DO WE SING? 
A regular diet of music from across the 

centuries, both old and new, in a variety 

of different styles and genres.  

WHAT ARE THE WORKSHOPS LIKE? 
On Tuesdays, the boys meet from 

5.00pm to 6.30pm, and the girls meet 

from 6.00pm to 7.30pm. As well as 

singing, there’s also a ‘choir club’ with 

games, food and drinks. 

On Fridays, the juniors sing with the 

‘back row’ (our adult choir members). The 

boys meet every Friday; the girls sing on 

2nd and 4th Fridays of the month. 

…AND WHAT ABOUT SUNDAYS? 
We perform twice on Sundays (morning 

service at 9.30am and evening service at 

5.45pm) in various combinations of 

boys/girls/adults. On average, the boys 

sing for five services a month, and the 

girls sing for two services a month.  

 

WHO CAN JOIN? 
Membership of the choir is open to boys 

and girls aged 7-18. You don’t need to 

be able to read music or play an 

instrument: just be prepared to learn and 

have fun! 

AUDITIONS? 
There are no auditions. We invite you to 

come to a workshop to watch/listen or 

to take part straight away. Your ability to 

fit in and make your voice blend with 

others will quickly become apparent!
